	This term, we will be working on practising our 2 times table probes and Number bond probes. We will also be covering parts of Number and Place Value, Addition and Subtraction, Problem Solving reasoning and algebra, Properties of Shape, Position and Direction, Multiplication and Division, Statistics, Fractions, ratio and Proportions. We will be looking at different strategies to help answer different questions and using practical equipment to help too. 

	In English, Year 2 will be completing Read Write Inc which is our phonics scheme in school. Your child will be put into a specific group based on their sound gaps and the children will be given a reading book linked to the group they’re in which will help them to close the gaps. We will listen to your child read in school and if you listen to them read at home too it will help them close the missing gaps quicker. We will also have different writing opportunities which include the topics; persuasion, instructions and non-chronological reports.
	This term, we will be looking at Animals, including humans. We will be understanding how animals and humans have offspring that grow into adults, finding out about and describing the basic needs of animals, including humans for survival and describing the importance of exercise, eating the right amount of different types of food and looking at hygiene too.
	In R.E this term, we will be thinking about Galilee to Jerusalem and Desert to Garden. We will also look at our Monthly Values in depth and think about how these link to the Bible and our everyday lives.
