	We will be continuing to practice our times tables to get ready for the Multiplication Test in June. 
We will also be covering:

· Multiplication and division

· Additions and subtraction

	Grammar and Punctuation –We will be learning about nouns, and adding an ‘s’ to create plural nouns. 
Writing – We will be looking at non-fiction narrative writing and non-fiction writing this term. Next half term we will begin to learn about play scripts are written and the language used in them. We will also perform some scenes and write our own!
Spelling – Your child will bring home spellings to learn and will be tested weekly.
	This term, we will be looking at materials and their states of matter. Children will be able to identify solids, liquids and gases, describe melting, freezing, condensing and evaporating. They will also learn about the different stages of the water cycle. By working scientifically, children will be able to ask relevant questions, draw simple conclusions, and make predications.  
We will also explore sound and vibrations, looking closely at volume, pitch and how sound travels.

	In R.E this half-term, we will be thinking and learning about the miracles Jesus performs, Jesus and John the Baptist, and Jesus and Peter. We will also look at the Sacrament of Reconciliation to strengthen our relationship with God by asking for help and forgiveness.
