Year 1 Summary of Term’s Work - Spring 2026
	Maths
	English
	Science
	R.E.

	This term we will be learning all about:
Counting and representing numbers
Place value including finding one more/one less up to 100. Revision of number bonds to 10 to help us solve problems and develop our mental addition and subtraction. We will look at the properties of 3D shapes, money and time. Later this term we will learn about fractions.  
	We will continue to work in our coloured Read Write Inc groups. In these lessons we will revisit set 1 secure set 2 sounds and learn set 3. We will use these sounds to read words and stories and spell using the sounds we know. We will continue responding to the stories we have read through forming simple sentences and learning ‘red words. We look at various styles of writing including instructions and lists, and we will rewrite familiar stories.
	In Science we will be exploring seasonal changes and weather and our bodies- naming parts of our body such as head, eyes, leg, hand and through practical activities exploring our senses. We will move onto to looking at animals, their similarities and difference and diet. Fortnightly we are lucky to be working with Olivia and Mr Fagan to garden, planting and caring for our environment. 
	In R.E we begin revisiting Jerusalem to Galilee and learning about the Presentation of Jesus, finding Jesus in the Temple, Jesus choosing his disciples and welcoming the children and Zacchaeus. We will make our Lenten promise before moving onto our next topic Desert to Garden. In this we will hear about temptation in the desert, Jesus entering Jerusalem, Good Friday and the good news of how Jesus rose from the dead.

	In music we will be following the Charanga units 3and 3 which will help us to find the beat, 
In geography we will be learning to identify and locate the four UK countries, recognise cand describe locations using basic compass directions. 

In Art we will learn to name the primary colours, mix primary colours to make secondary colours. Make shades of a secondary colour. History will teach us about how toys changed, looking closely at teddy bears and thinking about toys in the future. In DT we will become toy makers as we explore mechanisms including wheels axels and sliders. 

	P.E. is on a Monday afternoon with Year 1 adults and then on a Friday afternoon with Mr Lofthouse– please make sure your child has their kit, (including suitable footwear) in school.

We will be looking at the 5 key skills of jumping, running, hoping, balancing and throwing as well as discovering new units from the P.E passport including our dance unit ‘Toy Story’ and then moving onto gymnastics.
