	In Maths this term, we are going to continue working on our times tables as well as learning about:

Place Value,
Addition and subtraction,
Multiplication and division,
2D shapes; measures and angles,
Fractions.
	Grammar – Modal verbs, adverbs of possibility and parenthesis.
Writing – Children will have the experience of writing in different genres: historical fiction, persuasive writing, poetry, stories by a significant children’s author, biographies and autobiographies.
Punctuation - Using all punctuation including commas, colons, brackets semi-colons and hyphens.
Spelling – Your child will bring home spellings to learn every week.
	This term, we will be looking at Forces: the Earth and Space as well as finding out about plants and animals.
The topics will build on the children’s prior knowledge (from when they learnt about the water cycle). They will have ‘hands-on-experiences’ and use their investigative skills to support their learning.
	In R.E this half-term, we will be thinking and learning about the Christ’s journey from Galilee to Jerusalem.
We will also look at our Monthly Values in depth and think about how these link to the Bible and our everyday lives. After half-term, we will learn about Jesus’ time in the desert and his night in the garden of Gethsemane, exploring why He died for us and what this means to our lives.
