Year 5 Summary of Term’s Work – Summer 2026
	Maths

	In Maths this term, we are going to continue working on our times tables as well as learning about:

Mental methods for addition; multiplying fractions; place value and decimals; geometry, including 2D and 3D shapes; area and perimeter and finding volume.
	Grammar – Formal and informal speech, including the subjunctive, expanded noun phrases and relative clauses.
Writing – We will be writing a range of texts focusing on our class text: the Man Who Walked Between the Towers by Mordecai Gerstein.
Punctuation - Using all punctuation including commas, brackets, semi-colons and hyphens.
Spelling – Your child will bring home spellings to learn every week.
	This term, we will be looking at Forces – particularly unbalanced forces. After half term, we will then look at making links and applying this learning when exploring impact craters from meteorites!
The topics will build on the children’s prior knowledge. They will have ‘hands-on-experiences’ and use their investigative skills to support their learning.
	In R.E this half-term, we will be thinking and learning about the Holy Spirit and the sacrament of Confirmation.
After half term, we will explore what it means to be a disciple and we will find out about the Glorious Mysteries. 

We will also look at our Monthly Values in depth and think about how these link to the Bible and our everyday lives.

	In Geography, we will be exploring why Oceans matter. 

We will be looking at the importance of the world’s oceans, how oceans are used by humans with a specific focus on the Great Barrier Reef, the impact of humans on the world’s oceans and how marine environments can be improved.
In Art, we will be learning how to sketch buildings from 1st and 2nd hand observations, using scale to work out proportions , incorporating small details into drawings, creating a building  design or monument and making  a print of a building .  We will also look at the work of the artist Hindertwasser
	On Mondays, we will be going swimming so please ensure that children remember their swimming costumes and towels. Any child with hair that is long enough to go in their eyes must also bring a swimming cap to wear.
P.E. is on a Thursday afternoon – please make sure your child has their kit, (including suitable footwear) in school.
